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This patient was a major turning point 
in the learning curve of Shraddha. 

He was with us for over a year. None of 
us could understand his dialect. 
Another patient who was brought from 
Chennai Mental Hospital happened to 
befriend him. That patient informed us 
that this patient's dialect was from a 
particular district in Punjab, wherein 
Punjabi was spoken differently. This 
patient was ultimately reunited with 
his family, who were so overjoyed that 
they gave a donation of Rs 1000/-. 

We at Shraddha felt guilty that we had 
held on to a patient for over a year for 
no fault of his. We did not have staff 
which could understand his dialect. 
And we had deprived the patient & his 
family the emotional joy of the reunion. 

The fault lay at our doorstep.
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
